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When I was in Afghanistan I had to stay in  

a ‘proper’ hotel, not the cheap places I was 

used to staying in on my travels, because 

unfortunately it wasn’t safe for me to stay 

elsewhere. The hotel was full of people from 

NGOs and they made a lot of fuss over me as  

I was the only tourist. One day we were unable 

to leave the hotel grounds as there was a 

demonstration taking place outside. The two 

guards were brandishing Kalashnikhovs and 

we were larking around, which explains the 

pictures of me holding a loaded gun and 

sitting astride a motorbike. 

When I was getting my visa 
for Afghanistan they were 
very suspicious of me as I 
was travelling as a tourist 
to a place where there are 
no tourists.

But in the end the gentleman 

who was dealing with me not only gave me the 

visa he also gave me an embroidered cushion 

cover. My youngest daughter said to me  

before I set off that she was sure I’d have 

catastrophes but that I’d get away with it!

kidnap me and slit my throat but that’s not 

what was worrying me. I was more concerned 

that I would make a fool of myself by losing  

my tickets. So my younger son produced a 

series of laminated pages detailing my itinerary, 

even including pictures of some of the places 

where I’d be staying; it was a wonderful aid. 

Furthermore my children bought me a camera 

and a mobile phone, as well as setting up  

an email account so I could stay in touch. 

Needless to say, there were laminated 

instructions for these items too!

I had a lot of anxiety on this trip but I would 

tell myself ‘If you’re as stupid, incompetent 

and forgetful as all this then I should think 

you’re very brave to be doing it at all.’ And  

that would make me feel a bit better; I wasn’t 

trying to boast I was just trying to comfort 

myself. I didn’t not do things because I was 

frightened; I made sure I did everything that  

I wanted to do on this trip.

The first leg of my travels, when I was in 

places such as Cambodia or Vietnam, I felt 

anxious most of the time because I was on my 

own, I didn’t speak the language or understand 

the currency. What I mean is that if you withdraw 

£30 from the ATM in Hanoi, you get 1 million 

dong, so it’s impossible to work out how much 

change you’re getting when you buy something.

The second leg was more familiar as it was 

English speaking; I visited Australia, Hawaii, 

the Grand Canyon and Canada, and was able 

to stay with friends some of the time, many  

of whom I met through Servas. Servas is an 

organisation which enables you to host and 

stay with fellow travellers. People have stayed 

with me and they’ve always enjoyed themselves. 

They always invite me to stay with them, and 

of course I always say yes, but I never thought 

I actually would until I went on this trip.

I have met some very interesting people through 

my travels and particularly through Servas: An 

Italian nurse travelling to Khartoum to help set 

up the first cardiac surgery in Sudan, another 

lady in Canada who spent three years working in 

an AIDS hospice in Thailand, and a Californian 

lady who works as an owl hooter! 

... a round-the-world trip that takes in the  

Middle East, the Grand Canyon and war-torn 

Afghanistan is not really what you’d expect  

to hear and would probably fill even the most 

seasoned traveller with trepidation.

1950s alumna Una Freeston tells us about 

her career as a psychiatrist and why, for her,  

the Taliban were less cause for concern  

than losing her plane tickets or using her 

digital camera.

I trained as a psychiatrist and have worked in 

a number of different roles and been fortunate 

enough to work overseas as well. My first 

foreign attachment was to Hong Kong, where  

I was a senior lecturer for a year. It was the 

most exciting year of my life and the most 

amazing experience. 

I retired from psychiatry only a few years ago, 

something I found very difficult to do as I’ve 

always enjoyed working, so it felt like I’d lost  

my identity. Up until I was 77 I was still working 

as an expert witness in court cases. 

Whilst studying medicine at St George’s in  

the 50s, I got married and became a mother. 

It was a difficult period for my husband and I;  

I don’t suppose I was the only married medical 

student but I was certainly the only one to  

fall pregnant.

Being a mother with four children to raise, I 

didn’t actually get into psychiatry until later in 

life. I always knew I wanted to be a doctor and, 

from the age of 13, I knew that I wanted to be

Joking aside, Kabul is a very dangerous place 

and I couldn’t travel anywhere by taxi. As  

well as paying $55 to stay in this posh hotel 

– instead of my average $12 in other places – 

I had to pay $25 a day to have a named driver 

to take me around and ensure my safety.

Now that I’m back, I’ve been thinking about  

the environment and the impact my travels 

have had on the planet in terms of pollution. 

So I’ve decided I’m never going to go on such  

a long trip again, which is quite a sacrifice. 

Furthermore, for the next year I’m not going  

to buy any clothes that I don’t absolutely need, 

and I’ve also become a vegetarian because the 

same piece of land that will support a tonne  

of cattle, or beef, could also produce seven or 

eight tonnes of maize. So for me, if I eat meat 

I feel as though I’m robbing the poor. 

Where to now? Well for my next trip I shall  

be taking a good friend of mine on a long 

weekend to Germany. We will be travelling  

by coach so my carbon footprint will be  

much smaller this time round!

a psychiatrist. I remember being at school and 

we were all sitting round a table discussing 

what we wanted to do in the future. I said I 

wanted to be a doctor because I wanted to 

relieve pain; and to me, mental pain was 

worse than physical pain. I had never heard 

the word psychiatrist but that is what I ended  

up doing.

After a long and successful career, successful 

insofar as I know that I’ve done what I wanted 

to do in my working life, I decided to fulfil a 

long-held ambition. I embarked on a round-the-

world trip to mark my 80th birthday, setting off 

last March for nearly three months.

Despite some initial concerns, my children 

have been very supportive and I don’t think I 

could have made my trip without their support. 

I travelled alone, but they supported me very 

much and without that I certainly would have 

had an even more worrying time.

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Physiotherapy 
volunteering in 
Cambodia

In the summer of 2007, a group of second  
year Physiotherapy students volunteered at an 
orphanage in Cambodia. The trip was supported  
by alumni gifts to the Annual Fund and has been  
so successful that a second group returned to  
the orphanage in 2008. Susan Vestergaard tells  
us about her experiences.

Torn apart by civil war and genocide during the 
Khmer Rouge regime, Cambodia has yet to fully 
recover. Average life expectancy remains at a 
miserable 57 years and the infant mortality rate 
is 1 in 10 (UNICEF, 2006). Malnutrition is rife  
– half of all Cambodian children have stunted 
growth and a similar number never complete 
their schooling. Orphans and street children are 
part of the furniture – many have lost parents to 
HIV/AIDS, landmines or preventable illnesses. 
In a country so used to war and poverty, 
disability still carries a stigma and little help 
apart from foreign aid is available to those  
lucky enough to get it. 

The Cambodian government 
owns all the land in the 
country, so all of the 123 
children could be evicted 
with just seven days notice. 

The Nutrition Centre, a large government-run 
and Italian-funded orphanage, is ironically 
placed between a luxury hotel and a large bank 
on Monivong Boulevard, Phnom Penh’s busiest 
thoroughfare. The orphanage is constantly 
under threat of closure each time a wealthy 
investor shows interest in the prime real 
estate. The Cambodian government owns  
all the land in the country, so all of the 123 
children could be evicted with just seven days 
notice. This is one small injustice among many. 
The Nutrition Centre is lucky to have adequate 
resources, such as a school, playrooms and 
green spaces, as well as physiotherapists and 
a steady flow of volunteers and visitors. What it 
lacks is consistent and professional healthcare 
to give the children, especially those with severe 
physical and psychological problems, a better 
quality of life and prospects for the future.
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Prior to our arrival the co-ordinator of the 

Nutrition Centre, Juana, asked us to work on 

the feeding process during our stay. We were 

quickly introduced to the horrors of force-

feeding and found this to be one of the 

toughest aspects of our time at the centre. 

Children with severe swallowing problems 

would be placed flat on the floor and have to 

endure enormous bowls of rice porridge being 

shoved down their throats three times a day; 

choking, aspirating, coughing and crying.

Evidently a number of previous volunteers had 

already attempted to change this practice, but 

the carers immediately reverted back to the 

old method due to time restrictions and the 

fear of a child becoming malnourished. We 

spent most of our Fridays in the children’s 

rooms, helping with feeding and trying to 

positively reinforce the benefits of feeding 

children in an upright position, not laying  

them down immediately afterwards and  

giving them a little extra time to breathe 

between mouthfuls. 

We ran a workshop for the carers on our 

penultimate day, which was thoroughly enjoyable 

and involved the carers taking turns to lay flat 

on the floor and feed each other. We hope it 

may have changed some habits.

Our time in Cambodia was both inspiring and 

overwhelming. Our practical and reasoning 

skills improved dramatically, as did our ability 

to prioritise and communicate with the children 

and carers despite the language barrier. 

We have now set up links with the orphanage 

and have sent out 6 second-year students to 

continue the work. We hope this will become 

an annual scheme through St. George’s, 

allowing a group of physiotherapy students  

to benefit from this invaluable experience. We 

(and the Cambodian children!) are immensely 

grateful to alumni for supporting this venture 

through the Annual Fund – it made all the 

difference and without your help we would  

not have had such a wonderful opportunity  

to develop our skills and help the orphans  

at the Nutrition Centre. 

One SIX-year-old girl lost 
her parents to AIDS 18 
months previously, her 
younger siblings following 
soon after. Others are 
abandoned – severely 
malnourished, disabled  
or simply because no-one 
remains to care for them.

Four of us, all second year Physiotherapy students 

from St. George’s, arrived on a sweltering July 

morning with an equal mix of anticipation and 

apprehension. We started work immediately, 

following the lead of the full-time Cambodian 

‘physiotherapist’ and her assistant for the first 

four days. This gave us an alarming insight into 

the multitude of physical and psychological 

problems experienced by the orphans and 

allowed us to forge early relationships with the 

children and their carers, the latter having initial 

reservations. Despite their lack of formal training, 

the physios showed an intuitive knowledge of 

conventional physiotherapy, such as positioning, 

stretching and re-education of mobility. We were 

then left to run the show for the remaining five 

weeks as the physios went on annual leave, 

which gave us an incentive to quickly learn a  

few more Cambodian words to get by. Most 

important were the words “I need to go to the 

toilet NOW”, which we learnt the hard way!

The daily physiotherapy routine at the Nutrition 

Centre revolves around a relatively fixed 

timetable, where carers bring the children most 

in need of therapy to the physiotherapy room for 

30 minute sessions twice a week. Regrettably, 

not every disabled child will receive therapy due 

to the lack of resources, but we attempted to 

provide most of them with some form of input,  

if only in the form of a daily walk which we 

encouraged the carers to initiate. The 

physiotherapy room is surprisingly well-equipped 

with mats, gym balls, toys and a standing 

frame, but there is never enough to go around 

and equipment is rarely replaced. Almost all 

resources have been donated by international 

charities – we fundraised for months beforehand 

to purchase three shower chairs, but more is 

always needed.

The level of disability was, at times, quite 

overwhelming. Many children have no clear 

family or medical histories, having been 

abandoned or orphaned at a young age with 

families too poor to claim them. One young  

boy was found chained to the orphanage  

gates without explanation – he was presumed 

to be from a relatively wealthy family due to his 

clean skin and good-quality clothing. He has 

never attempted to speak and his mobility 

declined as he spent all of his time kneeling  

on the floor with no one free for long enough  

to spend time with him. We gradually managed 

to achieve a daily walk around the garden after 

a period of therapeutic touch and increasing 

confidence and movement in the physio room, 

which was immensely satisfying.

Other children suffer from various neurological 

problems, including cephalic disorders, cerebral 

palsy, hypoxic brain injuries and severe spasticity 

from a variety of causes. Our primary aims with 

these children were to achieve good positioning 

and sufficient range for personal hygiene, as 

well as increasing mobility where possible. It 

soon became clear how difficult a task this 

would be, physically and emotionally.  

One six-year-old girl lost her parents to AIDS  

18 months previously, her younger siblings 

following soon after. Others are abandoned  

– severely malnourished, disabled or simply 

because no one remains to care for them. 

Many are abandoned at birth, some the 

product of prostitution, others as late as  

their early teens.

One of the striking facts about disability in 

Cambodia is how much of a stigma it still is. 

Despite the many amputees and casualties of 

poverty and war, many still believe disability is 

a punishment for previous sins. The carers at 

the Nutrition Centre provide around the clock 

care for the children; they wash, clean and 

feed them for a pittance and then return to 

their own families for more of the same. They 

don’t have time to nurture, play or care about 

them and certainly don’t think disabled 

children need affection. 

Much of our time was spent interacting and 

playing with the children, mixing the disabled 

and able-bodied children and highlighting the 

importance of physical affection. We were 

delighted to see some of the carers follow  

suit and actually enjoy spending time with the 

children and involve them in their daily lives. 

Four of us, all Second year Physiotherapy students from  
St. George’s, arrived on a sweltering July morning with an 
equal mix of anticipation and apprehension.

Reunion Roundup

With Scott in the Antarctic:  

A talk on Edward Wilson

Edward Wilson, explorer, artist and naturalist, 

was Chief of Scientific Staff on Captain Scott’s 

last ill-fated Antarctic expedition. He was also 

an alumnus of St George’s in the late 19th 

century and is the subject of a book by Dr Isobel 

Williams, entitled “With Scott in the Antarctic”.

Dr Williams kindly offered to give a talk on  

the life of Wilson which was preceded by a 

special reception for Annual Fund donors. 

Alastair excelled as a teacher and was keenly 

interested in his students and their activities, 

both within the School and outside it. Many 

became his life-long friends, a small group  

of whom continue to meet annually in early 

March as the ‘Alastair Hunter Dining Group’  

at the Royal Automobile Club in Pall Mall.  

The Group, formed at Alastair’s suggestion  

in 1973, and attended by him up to his death  

in 1983, is now in its 36th year. 

Its members include two current Professors  

at St George’s, Alastair’s GP from his latter 

years, and others whose career paths, 

although widely ranging within medicine, all 

had their seeds sown at St George’s in the 

1960s and 70s. All share his love of clinical 

medicine, sports and the arts, and recall tales 

of their days at St George’s under Alastair’s 

tutelage, and the subsequent progress of their 

professional and personal lives. Friendships 

forged in the Medical School and on the 

sports field are strengthened, the Group 

having changed little over the years, depleted 

mainly by emigration and one death.

Whilst the ravages of time may mitigate against 

all of us attending our half centenary dinner in 

2023, we nevertheless continue to meet each 

year to remember our undergraduate days and 

Alastair; his bedside teaching, his kindness, 

and his love of St George’s and its students.

One of the privileges of being Dean is being 

introduced to our admirable alumni and their 

families. Last year I was contacted by Helen 

Style whose father, Philip Holman, was a 

medical student at St George’s in the 1940s. 

Dr Holman passed away recently and Helen 

offered us some of his effects, in particular 

a human skull and skeleton that he acquired 

as a medical student. Philip Adds, who runs 

our anatomy resources, has collected these 

recently; they are in fine condition, and will 

serve future generations of St George’s 

students as they learn their anatomy.

Helen tells us that after graduating, her 

father single-handedly ran a GP practice in 

North Kensington, from 1952 to retirement 

in 1990, but was much in demand as a 

locum in later years. Dr Holman kept up  

to date with modern practice and was even 

asked by his own GP two years ago if he 

could help out at the practice.

Both Helen and her sister were born at  

St George’s in Hyde Park Corner and say 

their father received excellent care from the 

staff in Caroline Ward (at the current site in 

Tooting) during his final fatal illness, before 

he went onto the Royal Marsden.

We rightfully celebrate Jenner, Hunter, Gray 

and our other famous alumni, but we should 

be equally proud of all those St George’s 

graduates who, like Helen’s father, devote 

their entire working lives to the health of  

their local community.

He was appointed to a personal chair in 1969, 

and was a distinguished histopathologist with 

particular expertise in cardiovascular and 

gynaecological pathology. He also held high 

office in the Royal College of Pathologists.

Hugely popular with students, Prof Robertson 

was a gifted and dedicated teacher who always 

seemed to have time to advise or take interest 

in student concerns. Together with Sir Theo 

Crawford and Dr Neville Woolf, he developed  

a strong Department of Histopathology, which 

attracted a number of St George’s graduates 

into the discipline. 

He was a great supporter of student societies, 

particularly the Cricket Club – playing in the 

occasional game until close to his retirement. 

He and his wife Mary were regular visitors to 

matches at Atkinson Morley Hospital in the 

1970s, and when they were accompanied by 

their lovely daughters Annie and Liz, proved a 

greater attraction to many students than the 

match itself.

After retirement, Bill and Mary lived in 

Wimbledon for some years. Sadly she 

predeceased him, and in 2006 he moved  

to Edinburgh to be closer to family, and  

to his roots.
